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This scholarship shall be awarded to a graduating senior student of Twin Bridges High School who demonstrates outstanding academic and leadership potential and will be attending an accredited four-year degree program at a college or university in the United States or abroad.
The amount of the scholarship will be equal to tuition and fees, based on MSU/UM in-state tuition, for one year (excluding books and room and board). This scholarship award must be used within the next two semesters following graduation from high school. While the scholarship award is for one year only, scholarship winners can reapply in future years following the same guidelines, including their most recent transcripts, for up to a total of four years.
Applications should be submitted to the Counselor of the Twin Bridges High School by February 28th of each year. Complete this application form and include a copy of your high school transcript. After the selection process is completed the scholarship will be paid to the registrar of the institution upon proof of registration.
